The buses will need to depart school at 9:15am on the morning of the trip and will be back 
for normal school collection at 3:15pm. It is essential that your child arrives at 
school promptly that day as the bus will not be able to wait for latecomers. If your child 
suffers from travel sickness, please ensure they are given the appropriate medication. If a 
further tablet is required for the return journey, please place this in a clearly marked 
envelope with your child’s name and instructions for taking. This should be handed to 
their class teacher on the morning of the trip.    

The cost of the trip is £12.40, for which we kindly request a voluntary contribution by Friday 
17th June at the latest. This will be found in the outstanding payments section on the MCAS 
app. If for any reason you have difficulty making this payment, please contact the school in 
confidence. Should sufficient contributions not be received, the trip may be cancelled.   

If you are available and would like to join us in visiting the farm park, we would greatly 
appreciate any help. To ensure the children’s safety, we do require a certain number of 
adults.
